
A step by step guide to creating a membership account

(1) To register for a membership account you need to go to our website. You can search
for “Gravesend u3a”,  its address is https://u3asites.org.uk/gravesend. Then you

need to go to the ‘Members’ page:

(2) Select the ‘MEMBERS LOGIN’ link. You may be asked to accept optional cookies, if
in doubt choose ‘I Do Not Accept Cookies’:

(3) Select ‘Register for a membership account’ and enter your five bits of
membership information:

(4) When you have entered your five bits of membership information select ‘Confirm
Identity’:
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(5) Set and confirm a password for your membership account. This needs to be at
least 10 characters long and contain capital, lower case letters and numbers. If you lose

track of what you have typed for your password, select the eye icon to see what you
have typed so far. When you are happy with your password select ‘Update Account’:

(6) An email will have been sent to the email address you gave:
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(7) You need to select the link in this email within an hour of it being sent and then you
will be taken back to the login screen:

(8) You should now be able to login using the email address and password that you set:
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(9) You should now be logged in to your membership account where you will be
greeted by name:

(10) There are always four options available to you via your ‘MEMBERS LOGIN’, but you
will also be able to renew your membership of our u3a on line here too when its

membership renewal time.

The other four options shown on the screen above are:

‘Gravesend, Northfleet u3a groups’ will present you with an alphabetical list of all the
active groups available to you as a member of our u3a. It will indicate if you are already
a ‘MEMBER’ or the ‘LEADER’ of the group and selecting the group will provide you with
the information that the Group Leader has set up about their group. You may be able

to apply to join the group or its waiting list depending on how full the group is and what
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its group leader has set up for that group:

‘Calendar of meetings and events’ will present you with a chronological list of all the
active group meetings and events being held by our u3a. Once again, selecting a

meeting will present you with the information that the meeting organiser has provided:
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‘Update your personal details’ will show you all the information that your u3a hold
about you and allows you to correct and update it:

‘E-Mail Replacement Membership Card’ will send you an email with your membership
card attached like you were sent when you joined/renewed.
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
